NEW GCSE GRADING SYSTEM
A new grading system for GCSE exam results is being introduced from Summer 2017. Eventually, all 
GCSE exams will be graded from 1 to 9 rather than the current A* to G, with 9 the highest grade.
GCSE Maths, English Language and English Literature will be the first subjects to be graded under 
the new system in 2017 and we will be looking for the equivalent of a Grade C pass. Other GCSE 
subjects will be graded under the new system over the following two years.
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Have a look through our course pages, compare the subjects available and get a feel for 
what appeals to you. 

Once you’ve decided on a subject, you can find out more information and gain an 
understanding of exactly what you’ll be studying on that study programme by visiting the 
dedicated study programme page on our website.
