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Apprenticeships are a great way to gain valuable workplace experience whilst still studying the 
processes and skills of your chosen area in more detail. Some of the most successful people in the 
country today started their careers as apprentices. 

Did you know that a successful advanced apprentice can expect to earn from £77,000 to £117,000 
more, over their lifetime, than a similar individual with a Level 2 qualification?

To become an apprentice, you need to be able to demonstrate that you have the potential, 
motivation and commitment needed to gain the high quality skills demanded by business and 
industry. Although you do not need any formal qualifications to start, you shouldn’t be fooled into 
thinking they’re an easy option. Apprenticeships can be demanding, but also very rewarding.

Diplomas (HND) 
in partnership with PLYMOUTH UNIVERSITY 
AND Pearson
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HNCs (Higher National Certificates) and HNDs (Higher National Diplomas) 
are work-related (vocational) higher education qualifications. They are 
highly valued by employers both in the UK and overseas, and can also 
count towards membership of professional bodies and other employer 
organisations. HNCs can take one year to complete full-time and two years 
part-time (or in other situations such as distance learning). HNDs take two 
years full-time and can also be taken part-time (which takes longer).

Access to Higher 
Education 
Access to Higher Education normally acts as entry onto the first year of 
an Honours degree or Foundation degree course. This is a one year, two 
day a week course, nationally validated through AIM Awards. The A2HE 
programme is designed for students aged 19+ to gain entry to Higher 
Education across a range of subjects.
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Rehabilitation of offenders 
To help us look after students and 
assess risks, you will be asked 
to declare any unspent criminal 
convictions when you apply for a 
study programme at Weymouth 
College. We are committed to 
providing an inclusive learning 
environment for all. 

Equality & Diversity 
We welcome people with 
additional learning needs and/or 
disabilities and those from diverse 
backgrounds in all minority groups 
within the community, ensuring 
students receive fair treatment 
when studying at Weymouth 
College.

Tuition is at present free if you will be aged 16-18 at 31st August 2018. 

If you are aged 19-23, enrolling on a qualifying advanced level course and have already achieved a 
full L3 qualification, or you are aged 24+ and enrolling on a qualifying advanced level course, you 
may be entitled to apply for the Advanced Learner Loan.

NEW GCSE GRADING SYSTEM
A new grading system for GCSE exam results was introduced in Summer 2017. Eventually, all GCSE 
exams will be graded from 9 to 1 rather than the historical A* to G, with 9 being the highest grade.
GCSE Maths, English Language and English Literature were the first subjects to be graded under the 
new system in Summer 2017 and we looked for a Grade 4 (the equivalent of a Grade C) pass. Other 
GCSE subjects will be graded under the new system over the next two years.
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Have a look through our course pages, compare the subjects available and get a feel for 
what appeals to you. 

Once you’ve decided on a subject, you can find out more information and gain an 
understanding of exactly what you’ll be studying on that study programme by visiting the 
dedicated study programme page on our website. 

Pop along to one of our Open Events in October, November, February or June to speak to 
current students and staff and see where you could be studying. Don’t forget to book your open 
event place online at www.weymouth.ac.uk/register-open-day. This is a great opportunity 
to ask lots of questions about the study programme to people who are actually teaching and 
studying it. 

Apply online – once you have decided on the study programme, you can apply online, either at 
home or come into college if you need help or support. Applications need to be made online. 

You’ll be offered an interview within 4 weeks of applying. 

If you’re offered a place on the study programme, work hard, have fun, get your grades, 
have an epic summer and before long you’ll be enrolling with us, online (from the comfort of 
your home if you wish), ready to start in September.
